Current legislation which concerns registering geological
remediation

The author informs the reader in detail about legislation stipu-
lating the conditions for registering geological jobs, about Act
62/1988, on geological jobs, and the regulation of the Minist-
ry of the Environment No. 282/2001, on records of geological
jobs as enacted in Act No. 368/2004.

Geological jobs are registered to keep an overview of clean-
up jobs and the companies undertaking them. These records
are an indispensable fool of the Ministry of the Environment
for inspection on whether the Act on geological jobs is being
observed. This is underfaken by the Ceskd geologickd sluz-
ba - Geofond, an archiving, documentary, information and
study centre of the state geological service. There is just one
exemption in the Act on geological jobs: companies making
surveys for mining purposes do not need to report.

The form which is fo be filled in for evidence covers a number
of essential dafa, such as the name and address of the com-
pany, name and type of geological job and land registration
number of the site, dates (beginning and planned end), a
lump sum for the project covered from the state budget and
other sources.

Financial support to companies in connection with environ-
mental damage

The authors inform about Act 167/2008, which concerns
prevention and remedying of environmental damage, which
became effective on August 17, 2008. The law infroduces
info Czech legislation Directive 2004/35/EU of the European
Parliament and the Council of Ministers, which defines re-
sponsibilities for the environment in connection with Preven-
fion and Remedying of Environmental Damage. The new Act
stipulates the conditions under which specified companies
are obliged to take preventive and corrective measures. Abo-
ve all, the article provides information on the duty of securing
the necessary finances. Itis the entrepreneur ‘s duty fo assess
the risks and estimate the cost of corrective measures.

The article includes a full list of activities defined by the Act.
The authors also provide the reader with information on how
fo assess and document risks, about the criteria and con-
ditions of defining sufficient finances, about the guidelines
that are currently being worked out and where to find more
information.

Aftravelling auditor

The job of a control systems auditor has, as any other work,
its pros and cons. One of the positive aspects might be the
chance fo meet many different people and, especially af the
beginning, varied and not stereotype work.  On the other
hand, the negatives include many journeys throughout the
country or even aboard, or stress  caused by the necessity
fo be atfentive all the time in order fo understand the audited
person well. Stress can be relieved in different ways, depen-
ding on one’s nature.

Upcoming directive on industrial emissions and ifs impact
onIPPC

The authors first speak about Directive 96/61/EC concerning
infegrated pollution prevention and control (IPPC Directive),
passed in September 1996, which brought first explicit efforts
fo establish principles of integrated environmental protection
and pollution profection.

The IPPC Directive concerns about 43000 industrial and
agricultural companies throughout the EU. The Directive was
fransposed info Czech legislation through Act 76/2002 (Inte-
grated Pollution Prevention Act), which became effective on
January 1,2003.

The article informs the reader about a new draft Directive on
Industrial Emissions, which incorporates seven different dire-
cfives. The authors mention problems encountered, that are
summarised in a paper of the European Council enfitled “On
the Road to Sustainable Production; Progress in implemen-
ting Council Directive 96/61/EC concerning infegrated pollu-
tion prevention and confrol”. Since then, there have been other
EC statements leading to final revisions until the Directive on
Industrial Emissions was issued in December 2007.

The article says that the new document is to be more in har-
mony with other EU regulations (principle of better regulation)
and lists the seven directives fo be incorporated in the revised
IPPC Directive. The proposed document is not a new act of
law. It is a recast. On fop of harmonising other directives, it
brings some changes, namely in the process of infegrated
prevention and operation of large combustion plants. In a fa-
bular form, the authors present the schedule of the legislative
process, sfarting with the first reading in the European Parlia-
ment in March 2009 up to its implementation in companies
in 2014 and 2015.

Up fill now, there have been 24 working group sessions and
9 clusters debating different themes. Four areas came up as
key issues for finding concord between EU members:

- intensifying the role of best available fechniques

- expanding activities within IPPC

- large combustion plants, and

- sfipulations related fo the duties of operators in relation to
soil and ground water protection

The article then points ouf some of the changes in infegrated
pollution prevention and says that the proposal intensifies the
role of reference documents on best available fechniques
(BAT), namely in BAT Associated Emissions Levels - BATAEL.
It also says under what conditions exemptions may be awar-
ded to operators. They then would be obliged fo report annu-
ally their volumes of emissions. Under the proposed directive,
infegrated permissions should be reviewed whenever a new
BREF (BAT reference document) is issued or revised for the
operator’'s main acfivity.

The current IPPC Directive does not sufficiently deal with
situations after a plant ceases fo operate. The Proposed do-
cument underlines the importance of monitoring the quality
of soil and groundwater on a regular basis with respect fo
hazardous substances. Requirements for monitoring should
be based on BAT. Operators manufacturing or emifting hazar-
dous substances that could contaminate soil or ground water
on the site are obliged fo make a baseline report on the condi-
fion of the soil and groundwater in the area.

Annex 1 of the Directive gives a list of equipment/activities
that fall in the scope of infegrated pollution prevention. The-
re have been some debates about a number of issues and
thus changes have been made in the following areas: fuel
gasification and liquefaction, processing of minerals, waste
handling, chemical industry or food industry. There are also
new categories related fo the wood industry, wastewater
freatment, and chemical wood preservation and capturing
carbon dioxide.

Environmental inspections will be made and their frequency
will depend on the risk assessment of a given plant.

page 11
Evaluating remediation by the results of chemical analyses of
farget pollutants

At present Czech laws concerning assessment of quality of
cleaned-up sites (polluted soil, groundwater, contaminated
building material) are based purely on chemical analyses.
The volume of a pollutant in the cleaned-up material is com-
pared to concentrations given as the remediation target.
Should the cleaned-up material be used for construction,
tests may also be made through leaching. In 2009, govern-
ment Regulation 257/2009 was enforced. It relates to the use
of sediments in farmland, and, apart from limits of harmful
substances, it enables the use of eco-toxicity tests (applying
both leaching and contact methods).

Two older methods used for the evaluation of cleaned-up ma-
terials are quite insufficient and it frequently happens that the

results are erroneous and of no value. Estimating the quality
of cleaned-up materials by the concentration of pollutants
only has thus low consequence. For insfance, eco-foxicity
fests are made purely by water extraction. Many harmful sub-
stances, however, do not dissolve in water.

The change in the method of making eco-oxicity confact
fests (Regulation) is a potential improvement in assessing
construction materials (as well as hazardous waste).

The article gives a number of practical examples, such as
cleaning materials contaminated by polycyclic aromatic hyd-
rocarbons or polychlorinated biphenyls, chemical substan-
ces that do not readily dissolve in water. The authors explain
the reasons why these subsfances cannot be biodegraded,
they become “dead-end” products and are not removed from
the cleaned material. Chemical fests often indicate reduced
concentrations; nevertheless, the “cleaned-up” soil remains
contaminated.

In a fabular form, the authors show the behaviour of poly-
cyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) in the soil in a coking
oven plant in Ostrava during a 7-month remediation. They
conclude that as yet no bio-fransformation or biodegradation
of any PAHs with six fused aromatic rings has been described
and thus resulfs presented in Table 1 indicate that something
“unattainable has been achieved”.

What is more, other pollutants often accompany PAH con-
famination and chemical analysis is directed fo only a few
PAHs. However, some heferocyclic compounds might be
even more hazardous for the environment than PAHS. This is
why defermining eco-toxicity should bring much better results
when assessing the impact of pollutants on the environment.
Aquatic tests that have up till now been made according to
current Czech laws are problematic. It was only government
Regulation 294,/2005 on the use of sediments in farming that
infroduced contact tests on ecological toxicity.

After criticising the current Czech legislation, the authors
conclude that Regulation 257/2009 infroduced contact fesfs
on eco-foxicity as atool of assessing the quality of sediments.
In waste management, methods have been verified of detfer-
mining ecological foxicity through contact fests in landfilled
waste. It seems that in a relatively short time, these methods
will also be incorporated info Czech laws.

The authors criticise Czech experts in remediation for using
outdated methods for making risk assessment as well as in
defermining remediation limits. The assessment of quality of
cleaned-up materials, the efficiency of remediation technolo-
gy and proposed remediation limit values are thus based on
procedures that are more than 30 years old and no longer
used in any other advanced country.

Targets and chief changes in the new act on the protection
of the atmosphere

The article speaks about the processes that have lead fo the
formulation of a new draft law on the protection of the atmo-
sphere. The main aim is to achieve and maintain the required
quality of the atmosphere, expressed by limit values of air pol-
lufants, and reduce the exposure of people to health risks, fo
profect the eco-system and vegetation. The new law will make
it possible fo address sources of pollution individually and fle-
xibly. The law eliminates unnecessary bureaucratic burdens
and is fo be more efficient. It infroduces several key fasks,
such as the infroduction of sector and individual approach fo
regulating sources of atmosphere pollution, simplification of
the law and increasing the efficiency of the work of public
authorities.

Environmental operation programme, support area 4.2 - eli-
mination of ecological burdens; evaluation of three calls

The article summarises the possibilities of financing environ-
mental projects from the Environmental Operation Program-
me, which offers over 5 billion EUR for projects within the
Czech Republic in the period 2007-2013. So far, three calls
have been made for Priority Axis 4. Support area 4.2 relates
fo old environmental contamination of sites that used to be
chiefly owned by state enferprises.

In a tabular form the article informs the reader about the
projects that have been approved within two previous calls.
The third call is currently in process and applications are eva-
luated af the State Environmental Fund. The next call will be
made in August or September 2010.

Protection of the atmosphere in state administration - theory
and practice V

In November 2009, another conference on the Profection of
the atmosphere in stafe administration - theory and practi-
ce was held. The fifth two-day event was held in an informal
environment in Ceské Budgjovice. The participants first heard
about achievements of Czech diplomats in the area of the en-
vironment protection during the Czech EU presidency, about
comments on the draft law on the protection of the atmos-
phere, the 90th anniversary of the Czech meteorological and
hydrological service and the work of the institute today, the
use of communal waste for the production of energy, as well
as the planned law on waste management and its relation to
the protection of the atmosphere. Other contributions aimed
at explaining why air quality is worse in some places, and
dealt with the impact of traffic on air pollufion.

Alfogether, 24 papers were
presented and students under the age of 30 were invited fo
fake part in a competfition. The winner was Jaroslav Nosek
for his paper “Modelling migratory abilities of nano-elements
and verifying a model made on the basis of laboratory experi-
ments in a pilof project”.

Pavel Kocurek was the winner in the category of posters for
his contribution called “The removal of percolation water by
membrane separation methods” - that is through reverse
0Smosis.

The article describes stages in which noise becomes harmful
and what impact it can have. Act 268/2000 on the protection
of public health stipulates when and how people should pro-
tecttheir hearing. Government regulation 148/2006 specifies
noise limits in various working areas, risks and methods of
measuring noise levels. Noise impact on the environment
(Act 100/2001) can be measured by a noise study. This is
based on model assessment. The Vodni zdroje Ekomonitor
s.r.0. company uses special software for the assessment of
noise and has made noise sfudies for a logistic centre, an in-
dustrial hall, housing and a bus station.

The residue acidic sludge was then deposited in different
placed throughout the Pardubice region, and one of the sites
was in Lukavice. A large area was contaminated.

By December, 9500 fons of waste were removed from the
site. The remaining waste is to be removed by March 2010
and then the site is fo be reclaimed. The work is difficult and
because of the harmful gases, people have fo work in masks.

The article informs the reader about the charges introduced
in 2009 for the first registration of second-hand cars in the
Czech Republic which fail fo meet Euro 3 emissions regula-
fion.

Further information on the methods and re-
sults of the risk assessment will be brought in one of the future
issues of this magazine.

Own water resources

the author notes that most people in the country are now con-
nected to public water mains (90% households in the District
of Chrudim). Back in the 1980's, people stopped using their
wells as water from public systems was relatively cheap.
